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Bighorn Canyon National Recreation Area was
established by an act of Congress on October 15,
1960, following the construction of the

Yellowtail Dam by the Bureau of Reclamation.
This dam, named after the famous Crow chairman
Robert Yellowtail, harnessed the waters of the
Bighorn River and turned this variable stream

Before 1906, fishing guides hardly ever considered the Bighorn River, Hole

but the building of the Yellowtail Dam created an exceptional tail-water

fishery. Today, many consider it the best trophy trout fishery in the ‘5’3/

lower forty-eight. It can get crowded. Even on an early spring day, COU/C,
there might be over 100 boats on the upper 12 miles of river a day. c
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In the fall many sportsmen come to the Bighorn to do a "Blast and
Cast’. That is, fishing for trophy trout and hunting pheasants from
a drift boat or raft
